  Old Business
     New voting machines have been received, and cabinets have been installed within the Registrar’s Office.
     Members finalized plans to attend a VEBA meeting in Bedford during September where issues with new voting machines will be discussed.  

  New Business
     Absentee balloting will start at the Registrar’s Office on September 23.  The lack of handicapped accessibility to the Registrar’s Office remains of great concern.

     A training schedule for poll workers was made available.  Sessions will take place on Nov. 1 – Nov. 4 with morning and afternoon sessions on three days.

     The Registrar reported that the Dominion Company will have a representative present to train officers of election on the new voting machines tentatively on October 13 at 4 p.m. at the Central Middle School.   Following that, it is hoped that the location will remain open for several hours so that interested members of the public may also attend and learn about the machines. 
     Physical drawings of some precincts’ layouts were presented by the Registrar, and Officers of Election will be told to direct the flow at the polls on Election Day according to the drawings executed by the Registrar and her staff.

    Decisions involving required line marking at polling places were made.  
     With no further business, a motion was made, seconded, and approved to adjourn the meeting.
